General Data Protection Regulation - Fair Processing Notice
You may have heard about the new General Data Protection Regulation ("GDPR") that comes into effect May 25th, 2018. As part of the new data protection regulations, we are required to provide you with certain information in relation to the lawful grounds for our ongoing processing of your personal data.

Who we are: 
Our entirely voluntary and non-profit making association is known as Central Arts Association. This Fair Processing Notice explains your privacy rights and how we gather, use and share information about you. You can get in touch with the members on the Central Arts Association Committee by email at enquiries@centralarts.co.uk. (Elected and trusted members on the Central Arts Association Committee who  hold personal data are:- Chairman, Exhibitions Organisers, Treasurer and Membership Secretary.

Nature of work - Entirely Voluntary & non-profit making, supporting (Local) charities by staging events to raise funds.

Description of processing
The following is a broad description of the way this organisation/data controller processes personal information. To understand how your own personal information is processed you may need to refer to any personal communications you have received, check any privacy notices the organisation has provided or contact the organisation to ask about your personal circumstances.

Reasons/purposes for processing information
We use your personal information to provide you with products and services to comply with the law and to market our Central arts Association events.  We process personal information to enable us to provide a voluntary service for the benefit of the public in a particular geographical area as specified in our constitution; administer membership records; to fundraise and promote the interests of the charities; maintain our own accounts and records and minutes of committee meetings records.

How we gather information: You have previously provided to us directly your personal information.  We do not collect information from third parties such as telephone, research, postal & communication companies.  For us to comply with the new General Data Protection Regulation ("GDPR") that comes into effect May 25th, 2018 we have to ask you to re-confirm that you agree to Central Arts Association holding your personal contact details.

We process information relevant to the above reasons/purposes. This may include:
· Personal contact details

· Membership contact details

· Bank details provided to us by our affiliated Central Arts members

We process personal information about:
· Members

· Complainants, supporters

· Enquirers

· Contact details for members of the public who have ''opted in'' to receive information & invitations.

Who the information may be shared with
We only share the personal information we process with the individual themselves as well as with the members of the Central Arts Association committee who are elected and trusted to hold this information.  Where this is necessary we are required to comply with all aspects of the Data Protection Act (DPA).  We do not share the personal information of an individual member or the personal information of members of the public with fellow members or with members of the committee who are not elected and trusted to hold this information.  What follows is a description of the types of organisations we may need to share some of the personal information we process with for one or more reasons.  

Where necessary or required we share information with:
· Members = the person whose personal data we are processing = (the individual member of Central Arts Association and elected Data Controllers on the committee), who has requested to receive notification about Central Arts Association events and relevant Central Arts Association news by email or by post.

· Supporters = the person whose personal data we are processing = (member of public who has provided their personal contact details to Central Arts Association so that they will receive invitations to Central Arts Association events and relevant Central Arts Association news by email or by post).

· Members of the Central Arts Association committee who are elected and trusted to hold personal information.

Keeping Personal Information: We keep your personal information secure but only for as long as we need or are legally required to for the purposes of security, auditing & service/product recording.

Sharing & Transferring Personal Information: We do not share personal information with third parties, or transfer personal information to other countries outside the UK/EU unless legally obligated to do so. The only times we may share personal information being:
1. On social media, however only if you have given explicit consent for us to do so.
2. If you ‘opted in’ to receive information, such as registering to exhibit in our Central Arts Association exhibitions, details of and invitations to forthcoming Central Arts Association events and general news associated with Central Arts Association as well as local arts news.
3. To help in fraud prevention and/or detection.
4. To maintain up to date accurate mailing list records with the members of the committee who are elected and trusted to hold personal information.

What types of data we hold about you:
1. The data and information we hold and process about you consists of the following:
2. Technical information if you send a message to us via the ‘’Contact Us’’ option on our website www.centralarts.co.uk   

Or if you are a ‘’logged in’’ affiliated member of Central Arts Association viewing the confidential news content posted in the secure module of our website.

3. Web browser information including your browser brand (e.g. Internet Explorer, Firefox, Safari, Opera, Chrome),

3. Operating system (e.g. Microsoft Windows, OSX, Android)

4. IP address (a unique identifier allocated to your computer for your connection to the internet).

5. Information relation to your use of our website, including where you visited our website from, and what pages you visit on our website.

6. We use Google Analytics to analyse the use of our website. This generates statistical and other information about website use by means of cookies, which are stored on users’ computers. The information generated, relating to our website, is used to create reports about the use of the website. Google will store this information. (Google’s privacy policy is available at http://www.google.com/privacypolicy.html).

7. We will take reasonable technical and organisational precautions to prevent the loss, misuse or alteration of your personal information.

8. If you are affiliated member of Central Arts Association and submit personal information for publication on our website, our public Facebook page, on other means of social media and the local press we will publish and otherwise use that information in accordance with the licence you grant to us.

Your Consent: Sometimes we need your consent to use your personal information (for example for marketing). We won’t always need your consent to use personal information, for example if we need it to perform a contract with you or to meet regulatory or legal requirements. Where you have given us consent, you have the right to withdraw it at any time.

Your Rights: You have the right to object to how we process your personal information. You also have the right to access, correct, sometimes delete and restrict the personal information we use. In addition, you have a right to complain to us and to the data protection regulator.
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
